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Romans 1:17 For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith; as it is written, "but the righteous man shall live by faith.” 

Biblical face of faith:

-“Faith means confidence, trust, to hold something as true. Of course, faith must have content; there must be confidence or trust about something. To have faith in Christ unto salvation means to have confidence that He can remove the guilt of sin and grant eternal life.” 

Kinds of faith:

Intellectual faith. This apprehends the truth intellectually as a result of education, tradition, rearing, etc. It is human and does not save. (Matt 7:26, Acts 26:27-28; James 2:19)

Saving faith-

1. Knowledge
2. Conviction
3. Trust
Acts 16:31 They said, "Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved, you and your household."
Necessity of faith
Ephesians 2:8-9For by grace you have been saved through faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God; 9 not as a result of works, so that no one may boast.

-Salvation is always through faith, not because of faith 
We have freedom through faith in Christ!
Romans 4:13 For the promise to Abraham or to his descendants that he would be heir of the world was not through the Law, but through the righteousness of faith.  14For if those who are of the Law are heirs, faith is made void and the promise is nullified;  15for the Law brings about wrath, but where there is no law, there also is no violation.  16For this reason it is by faith, in order that it may be in accordance with grace, so that the promise will be guaranteed to all the descendants, not only to those who are of the Law, but also to those who are of the faith of Abraham, who is the father of us all, 

Faith that produces works.  
1 Thessalonians 1:3 constantly bearing in mind your work of faith and labor of love and steadfastness of hope in our Lord Jesus Christ in the presence of our God and Father

2 Thessalonians 1:11 To this end also we pray for you always, that our God will count you worthy of your calling, and fulfill every desire for goodness and the work of faith with power, 
Faith plays such vital role in our relationship with Jesus Christ, to not have a moment of living by or in faith would be a sin.  

Romans 14:23 But he who doubts is condemned if he eats, because his eating is not from faith; and whatever is not from faith is sin.
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
